It also pro-
vides support for the demountable cockpit cover,

affording welcome shelter from the tropical sun.

The cockpit is superbly appointed for alfresco en-
tertaining, with a clever multi-fold table providing
seating for | 2. For those who want to feel the wind
in their hair, the teak cockpit bench that straddles

the transom is a favourite haunt.

Easy access to and from the water is via the wide
boarding platform set into the transom. A large
tender is carried on the stainless hydraulic davits,

which make lifting and launching simplicity itself.
